When mounting the disc, tight the spangle screw carefully. Over tighten may cause derangement of cutting 
disc and its flange.

Only use defined disc flange.
 

Before cutting, make sure that the motor has attained full-speed revolution.
 

Do not use the tool when surrounded by inflammable liquid of gas.
 

After switching on, slightly lower the cutting disc till it touches the workpiece, then start to cut. Don’t let the 
disc shake and jump. This will damage the round edge and may damage the disc.
 

Only use cutting disc that supports a rate of at least 3800 rpm.

Make sure the cutting disc is not in contact with the workpiece before turning of the switch.
 

Make sure that there is nothing on the inner surface of disc flange and on the two sides of disc.
 

Before you move away the workpiece or change its angle, make sure the cutting disc has stopped rotating 
completely.

Do not stretch your hand across the bottom or back of the cutting disk.
 

Operate the tool with hands when cutting.
Fix the workpiece firmly to prevent it from moving around.
 

Do not touch the cutting disc with hand.
 

Before operation, make sure that the axis lock is off.
Before operation, tighten the axle screw and all clamps.

Use disc shield at all times.

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Vise Adjustments
Changing the vise angle
 You can adjust the vise angle from 30 degree to 45 degree. To do so, loose the hexagonal bolt, align angle 

division to base line, and then tighten the bolt.

Quick locking/unlocking vise
 Locking: push feed screw forward and turn vise handle clockwise enough to fix the workpiece.

Unlocking: reverse the locking procedure.
In large width material, lift the vise up by one step, and you can have 3.5cm extention.

MAINTENANCE

Before using the saw make sure the cutting wheel has no crack or breakage. If the wheel has been kept for 
over a year, check its circle intensity before use.

Before cutting, make sure the material has been fixed on the vise.
Adjust the cutting speed according to the different shape, type, size, and texture of the material.

Push STOPPER PIN behind the protection cover.
Open the side cover only when you can not revolve the wheel with hand.
Undo the hexagonal bolt to remove flange washer, outside flange, cutting wheel, spacer, and inside flange.

Removing Old Wheel:

Installing Wheel:

After the wheel was installed in the cutter, let it turn for a minute. Check fluttering of the cutting wheel. A heavy 
fluttering may cause the cutting wheel to break.

Keep all ventilation holes of the motor frame clean and free of dust. Blow regularly with compressed air.

Replace the cutting wheel when its outside diameter has defaced approximately 1/3.

Renew gear grease with every second carbon brush change.
The brushes need to be checked after approximately 40 hours of operation.  If the length of the brushes is 
less than .2"-.25", they must be replaced.
