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Your new 2 Ton Cherry Picker has been engineered and manufactured to Cummins Industrial Tools high standards for dependability, ease
of operation, and operator safety. Pay close attention to the Rules for Safe Operation, Warnings, and Cautions. If you use your machine
properly and only for what it is intended, you will enjoy years of safe, reliable service.



SAFETY WARNINGS AND PRECAUTIONS

WARNING: When using tool, basic satety precautions should always be followed
to reduce the rick of personal injury and damage to equipment. Read all instruc-

tions before using the tool!

Work area conditions. Cluttered areas invite
injuries.
Additional work area conditions. Do not
use machines or power tools in damp or wet loca-
tions. Do not expose to rain. Keep work area well
lighted.

Keep children away. Children must never be
allowed in the work area. Do not let them handle
machines, tools or extension cords.

Store idle equipment. When not in use, tools
must be stored in a dry location to inhibit rust.
Always lock up tools and keep out of reach of
children.

Use the right tool for the job. Do not
attempt to force a small tool or attachment to do
the work of a larger industrial tool. There are
certain applications for which this tool was
designed. It will do the job better and more safely
at the rate for which it was intended.

OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS

I Assembly

For safety and ease of assembly, use two people to assemble the Cherry Picker.

WARNING: To ensure safe operation, it is ESSENTIAL that the correct bolts are used
during assembly. If an improper bolt is used, this unit could fail, potentially causing SERI-
OUS PERSONAL INJURY or DEATH.

B Step 1. Attached two 3-1/2"SWIVEL CASTER(9) and two 3" SWIVEL CASTER (10) to base frame
using BOLTS (21), NUT (30) and LOCK WASHERS (31) . Using four RING PINS (5), assemble
the LEGS (4) to the BASE ASSEMBLY (1).

Note: To insert the front RING PINS (5), lift up on the front of the BASE ASSEMBLY (1)
until the holes line up. After all four RING PINS (5) are inserted; insert one HAIR PIN
(17) though the small hole the end of each of the RING PINS (5) until it snaps into
place.

Make sure that all RING PINS (5) are secure before proceeding.

W Step 2. Using the BOLTS (19), FLAT WASHERS (26), and NUTS (25) secure the POST (3) to the BASE
ASSEMBLY (1).

B Step 3. Assemble the SUPPORTS (6) to the BASE ASSEMBLY (1) using the two BOLTS (14), FLAT
WASHERS (24) and NUTS (23) for the bottom of the SUPPORTS (6) and the BOLT (16),
WASHER (24), and NUT (23) for the top.

B Step 4. Place the BOOM (2) onto the POST (3) and secure with BOLT (15), FLAT WASHER (24) and
NUT (23).

B Step 5. Assemble the lower end of the JACK (11) to the POST (3) using the BOLT (17), FLAT WASHER
(24) and NUT (23).

B Step 6. Secure the top of the JACK (11) to the BOOM (2) using BOLT (18), WASHER (24) and NUT
(23).

B Step 7. Slide the BOOM EXTENSION (32) into the BOOM (2). And secure it by using BOLT (19), FLAT
WASHER (26) and NUT (25) at the desired load rating.

B Step 8. Attach the HOOK & CHAIN (8) to the end of the BOOM EXTENSION (32) using BOLT (20),
FLAT WASHER (28) and LOCK WASHER (29) and NUT (27).



OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS

I Operation

Note: Not to be used for aircraft pupose.

B Step 1. Adjustthe BOOM EXTENSION (32) to a weight limit position that exceeds the weight you will be
lifting. Securely tighten the BOLT (19), FLAT WASHER (26) and NUT (25).

CAUTION: DO NOT MOVE THE CHERRY PICKER WHEN UNDER LOAD. The Casters
are not designed to be rolled when the Cherry Picker is lifting heavy objects.

B Step 2. Move the Cherry Picker so that the HOOK & CHAIN (8) is directly above the item to be lifted.
Bl Step 3. Securely attach the HOOK & CHAIN to the item.
B Step 4. To raise the BOOM (2), turn the JACK (11) release valve fully clockwise (right). Insert the

HANDLE (12) into the JACK and pump (up and down) repeatedly until the item has been lifted
to the desired height.

B Step 5. To lower the Cherry Picker, SLOWLY turn the JACK release valve counterclockwise (left).

I Folding the Frame

( NOTE: Do not fold Cherry Picker while it is loaded. )

B Step 1. Lower Cherry Picker all the way.

Bl Step 2. Remove HAIR PINS (7) from the front RING PINS (5). Remove the front RING PINS (5). Leave
the rear RING PINS (5) in.

B Step 3. Raise LEG (4) until it rests against HANDLE (12).

Bl Step 4. Inserta front RING PIN into the middle hole of the BASE ASSEMBLY (1).

Note; Be certain that, when unfolding, both RING PINS (5) and HAIRPINS (7) are placed
back in the proper places.
